INSTRUCTIONS

NOTE: Mount light within reach of outlet; use of extension cord is not recommended.

If necessary, temporarily set crossbar (A) against the wall to mark the two hole locations for mounting.

If necessary, drill two holes using 1/4” drill bit and insert plastic anchors (B).

Mount crossbar (A) to wall with the two screws (C) and plastic anchors (B).

Thread nipple (D) into crossbar (A) just a few turns so that it stays in place.

Temporarily place fixture (E) against the wall with nipple (D) through the center hole. Adjust length of nipple (D) until only 1/4” protrudes out of the fixture (E).
Remove fixture (E). Ensure cord is going through bottom hole of the fixture.

Lock nipple (D) in place with nut (F) tight against crosshar (A).

Secure fixture to wall using the lock-up cap (G).
